You may have noticed my absence from school this week, 
(and if you have not it is due to the wonderful job done by 
Camilla Balfour my Deputy and the rest of the senior 
team!).  I have spent the past four days inspecting another 
Pre-Prep and Prep School in Canterbury in my role as an 
ISI (Independent Schools Inspectorate) Inspector.

As we approach the end of the academic year we will sadly be 
saying farewell to some staff in the Pre-Prep and Prep who will be 
leaving Eaton Square for new challenges.
